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Abstract

e AIM. To observe the clinical efficacy of hexuemingmu
tablet for retinal hemorrhage caused by retinal vein occlu-
sion.

¢ METHODS : Totally 78 patients 82 eyes with retinal hem-
orrhage caused by retinal vein occlusion were randomly
divided into two groups: the treatment group(38 cases,40
eyes) and the control group(40 cases, 42 eyes). The treat-
ment group was given hexuemingmu tablet, the control
group was given VC ,rutin and aspirin . All patients under-
went the drug therapy for 2 periods.

e RESULTS:. Compared with the control group, retinal
hemorrhage was obviously absorbed in the treatment
group, and the difference was statistically significant ( P<
0.01).

e CONCLUSION ;Hexuemingmu tablet is an effective drug
for retinal hemorrhage caused by retinal vein occlusion.
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
